We feel it is very important to your success in Geometry to develop a solid background with good study habits. GRADES
Nine weeks grades will be determined on the basis of major grades and daily grades. Major grades count 50% and Daily Grades count 50% of the nine weeks grade. There will normally be about three to four major grades and about ten to twelve daily grades per nine weeks.
  

TESTING

Any student absent on the replacement test day will not have an opportunity to make the test up due to timing at the end of the 9 week grading period.

You will have homework most nights. The assignments are designed to reinforce lessons learned during the day. Repetition is very important in mathematics.  Grades are taken on homework and bell work. No late grades will be given for missing homework.

Quizzes count as daily grades.
