Course Description

The Honors/Pre-AP Geometry Course emphasizes logical thinking and its application in the informal justification and formal proof conjectures. Students solve problems by synthetic (traditional), coordinate, and/or transformational methods. Problem solving applies the Algebra previously learned, emphasizes connections and involves non-routine applications. Homework Policy:  Homework will be checked the next class day.  You will check with a color other than black or yellow by putting a check next to the problems that are correct and correcting the ones that are incorrect.  One out of every two homework assignments will be collected after rolling a die.  A score of 3, 2, 1, or 0 will be given based on your timeliness, completion, and corrections.  After every 5th assignment collected, a cumulative homework grade will be given.  
Tests & Retests: There will be a minimum of three tests and 11 daily grades per nine weeks.  Each test will cover new material.  Per FBISD, there has been a significant change to the reassessment policy.  A student may retake a test if a grade below 75 is made, provided that the student attends a tutorial session with me after the test has been returned.  The student will have one week (5 school days) after the graded test is returned to retake the test with the maximum grade being a 75.  Locations and dates of re-tests will be announced in a timely fashion.  This policy does not apply to quizzes or other daily work.
